Branch Reps: How to use the forms

Teams: 

Individuals: It is the intention to include all riders on either branch or scratch teams, in the hope that no one will have to go as an individual.

Preliminary, Training, Pre-Training and Entry: Teams will consist of three riders, one Captain and one or two grooms. (Depending on numbers)

Scramble Teams:  Competitors who wish to be placed on a scramble team with other branches should get their entries in as soon as possible in order to allow us time to contact other clubs. 

Branch teams can be made up of different level of riders.   
Chaperones: 
  At least one chaperone must be sent by each branch competing. Large branches are strongly advised to have one chaperone for each four (4) competitors including managers and grooms. Please be sure that your chaperones are aware that it is their duty to ensure reasonable behavior of their members at all times. Each chaperone must complete the Dreamcrest waiver form.  We will not be issuing individual meal tickets, but a chaperone ticket may be spread out with other chaperones over the 3 days.  Please indicate which Chaperone will be present for each meal.

Each club to submit a separate cheque for $100 deposit.  Deposit forfeited if pinnies not returned or camp/stalls not cleaned.

Deadline for entries is July 20, 2011. A late charge of $10.00 will apply to entries received after July 20, 2011. 
Note: a photocopy of all current memberships MUST accompany entry. Please mail entries to sec. No Faxed or phoned Entries. Completed entries received after the closing date will be subject to a $30.00 late fee. No exceptions to this charge. Refunds: Before CD in full; after CD, no refunds, no exceptions. If the competition gets cancelled for any reason after it commences no refunds will be issued.  After this date, no substitutions may be made except in the case of illness, lameness, or other unavoidable circumstances, which must be certified by the District Commissioner and accompanied by a Doctor’s or Vet Certificate. Any refunds, less an administration fee can only be made upon presentation of a Doctor’s or Vet Certificate presented within 30 days of the competition. Riders with sick or lame horses are still encouraged to come to Rally as helpers.

· Complete one Pony Club Individual Entry form for each rider, groom and chaperone.  

· Riders also need to complete an Eventing Canada Entry Form and attach photocopies of all required memberships.
· Submit your entry form, and Dreamcrest waiver and payment to your branch A/B/C Rally representative. Individual cheques are payable to your branch. 

· No entry will be accepted WITHOUT FULL PAYMENT.

· Every rider must provide at minimum a volunteer for jump judge for X-C on Sunday a.m.

Waiver forms:  All riders, grooms and chaperones are required to complete a Dreamcrest waiver form. Please ensure these forms are included in your registrations. 

Coggins:   Horses WILL NOT BE ADMITTED TO the competition grounds without a COGGINS TEST CERTIFICATE dated not earlier than January, 2012.

Arm Bands: Medical armbands must be worn by ALL riders and grooms at all times when mounted or working with or around horses.  

Pinnies:    All competitors must wear their pinnies at all times.

Headgear:  All riders must wear an ASTM/SEI or British BSI approved helmet with the chin strap fastened at all times while mounted. 
Shavings:  Riders are asked to bring their own shavings for a 10 x 10 stall. There will NOT be shavings available on site. 

 Stabling: Stabling will be available.  You are responsible for providing all supplies and equipment needed for stabling your horse/pony.  Each club is responsible for providing one trailer to be used for tack/feed room.  Make sure you are prepared for this.
